
Working on a scene with the help of a cue script is not only a great way to 
understand the historical context of rehearsing and acting in Shakespeare’s 
time, it also forces students and actors alike to listen attentively to what the 
other characters are saying in order not to miss their cue. In addition, 
Shakespeare’s plays contain very few explicit stage directions, as most of the 
clues are in the lines they speak. As a consequence, cue scripts are great for 
a two-stage exercise:
